The World Breastfeeding Trends Initiative (WBTi) is a collaborative national assessment of the implementation of key
policies and programmes from the WHO’s Global Strategy for Infant and Young Child Feeding. Unlike other assessments,
the WBTi brings together the main agencies and organisations involved in aspects of IYCF in a particular country to
work together to collect information, identify gaps and generate recommendations for action.This is the first WBTi
assessment for the UK; the process is repeated every 3-5 years in order to track trends.

The United Nations Committee on the Rights of the Child is the body of I8 independent experts that monitors
implementation of the Convention on the Rights of the Child by its state parties.The UK is a signatory to the
Convention and was last assessed in June 2016.The Committee recommends the following:

® Systematically collect data on food security and nutrition for children, including those relevant to breastfeeding,
overweight and obesity, in order to identify root causes of child food insecurity and malnutrition.

® Regularly monitor and assess effectiveness of policies and programmes on food security and nutrition of
children, including school meal programmes and food banks, as well as programmes addressing infants and young
children.

® Promote, protect and support breastfeeding in all policy areas where breastfeeding has an impact on child
health, including obesity, certain non-communicable diseases and mental health, and fully implement the International
Code of Marketing of Breastmilk Substitutes.
